Identification Credential 

 
What is TWIC? 
 
TWIC is an identification credential for all personnel requiring 
unescorted access to secure areas of MTSA-regulated facilities 
and vessels, and all mariners holding Coast Guard-issued 
credentials. TSA will issue workers a tamper-resistant "Smart 
Card" containing the worker's biometric (fingerprint template) 
to allow for a positive link between the card itself and the 
individual. 
 
What is the enrollment process? 
 
The enrollment process consists of the following components: 
optional pre-enrollment, in-person enrollment, security threat 
assessment and notification of the results, and issuance of the 
TWIC to the applicant. Applicants may pre-enroll online to 
enter all of the biographic information required for the threat 
assessment and make an appointment at the enrollment center 
to complete the process (although appointments are not 
required). Then applicants must visit the enrollment center 
where they will pay the enrollment fee of $132.50 (see Safety 
about this fee), complete a TWIC Application Disclosure 
Form, provide biographic information and a complete set of 
fingerprints, and sit for a digital photograph. The applicant 
must bring identity verification documents to enrollment and in 
the case of aliens, immigration documents that verify their 
immigration status, so that the documents can be scanned into 
the electronic enrollment record. Badges take up to 8 weeks.

Cell Phone Use While Driving  

 

Effective July 1, 2008, drivers will need to use hands free devices to operate their 
wireless phones while driving. Governor Schwarzenegger cited cell phone use as a 
dangerous distraction and a leading cause of distracted driving accidents. 
 

The law does allow for a few exemptions, and imposes no penalties for calling 
emergency personnel like fire and police without hands free devices. The law exempts 
an individual using a wireless telephone that operates by depressing a push-to-talk 
feature that does not require immediate proximity to the ear of the user, provided that 
the individual is an operator of a commercial class vehicle for which a class A or B 
license is required. This push-to-talk feature exemption for commercial drivers will 
expire on July 1st, 2011. The law also exempts emergency service personnel driving 
emergency response vehicles who use cell phones without hands free devices.  
 

Using a cell phone while driving will be an infraction, and the first offense is 
punishable by a fine of $20.00 and subsequent offenses carries a fine of $50.00.  
 

The California Trucking Association worked closely with Senator Simitian to ensure 
that the exemption for the push-to-talk feature for commercial license drivers was 
included in the language of the bill. Remember, after July 1st, 2008 put that cell 
phone away and use only hands-free phone equipment!
 

Please note that this law does not take precedence over the company policy currently 
in place which states that any type of communication device is prohibited while the 
vehicle is in motion.  

DVIR Reminders 
 

• When you’re done operating a commercial 
motor vehicle (CMV) for the day, you 
must prepare a DVIR for that vehicle. 

• If you operate more than one CMV in a 
day, then you’ll need to prepare more than 
one DVIR 

• A single DVIR can cover a combination 
unit 

• DVIR’s must be in writing 
• DVIR’s must be turned in on a daily 

basis!!! 
• You must sign the DVIR
